 All classes begin the year with talk of friends and family, a subject near and dear 
to all preschoolersô hearts.

The Detroit Metropolitan Flute Choir is comprised of twenty flutists from the Detroit area,  
conducted by Ervin Monroe, founder and musical director. The ensemble consists of  
professional flutists, music teachers, and advanced flutists who enjoy performing music. 
Members come from the business community, medical profession, building and architectural 
trades, etc. 
 
This flute ensemble utilizes four musical instruments from the flute family; the standard C 
flute, the high sounding piccolo, the large alto flute, and the very large bass flute, the lowest 
sounding flute in the flute choir.  
 
The Detroit Metropolitan Flute Choir has performed numerous recitals in the Detroit area and 
is featured frequently at many of the library concerts throughout Southeastern Michigan. 
The group has been performing for over fifteen years and has appeared with  Michigan  
symphonies and has participated nationally in flute choir concerts at the annual convention 
held by the National Flute Association.
